WHAT FOLLOWS IS A SUGGESTION OF HOW TO STRUCTURE THE FINAL REPORT - COMMENTS WELCOME!
The basic proposed plan is to address the research question and sub-questions that we posed in the original proposal and assess our answers to those questions.

Each sub-team (Climate, Crop-Climate, Land Use, Human Systems, Land Cover) will evaluate what it has done and what it has contributed to the “interstices” and to the “closing of the loop” (4-5 pages DUE DATE APRIL 22nd in 2 parts – first what has been done within the subsystem and second, what the subsystem  has contributed to the interstices & loop}:

What did the sub-team propose to do?  What were the key research questions it proposed to address?

What was done.

What the outcomes/key findings are.

What were the scientific and technical challenges and learnings? Address both scientific and technical.
What was done in addition to what was proposed, and what was learned from this? Provide examples.
What key scientific questions arose that still need to be answered? (This can help us with our next proposal writing)
What were the contributions of the sub-system  to the “interstices”?

First what were the interactions with other sub-systems – success and constraints.

Second – what was the contribution to closing the loop? (This will contribute to the separate section on the loop.)
