One reviewer said soil moisture initiation is a problem (need more run up time), and he had other comments on nesting of grids. Requires allot more modeling, revise grids to have another outer grid & run it again. Will take time. Could run one year in 10 days to see if it makes a significant difference. If no big difference, could explain and keep initial runs. If not, would need to run again.

3. LTM runs? Bryan needs to do new analyses to avoid spatial aggregation problem (?). He will be using yield thresholds, UN pop projections. Needs to start by interpolations of the new (calorie) data, run it 10,000 cycles. Urban? Start with Africover & grow it from that in a separate model. 

4. Avantika has been working on a spatial demographic model for Kenya, has keyed in lots of census data from paper. Bryan has discussed it with Calipani & others. Very empirical, technical so far. Jenny will suggest demographic/ development literature for her.
