We first when through the process of developing the conceptual framework with its loop, then chose models to best fit available data and to facilitate linkages between models. Process models were chosen over others (not heavy on data). We went through process of defining the LOOP & linkages first, then figured out how to do it considering limits of data & models.  Part of our process was adding statistician, etc (look back at our proposal reviews).  Authorship-- could ask rest of team if want to be included.
