1. Papers.

2. What if no new LTM layer in time to complete climate runs by the time we need to write final NSF report? We have the non-sequential loop results that we could use. It is missing a layer (human pop plus response) but can see where sensitive, can see methodology. We are stuck until / if Bryan sends something. If not, no new runs would be done, and we would go with what we said (could say that we’ve done the loop). Note-we later had a meeting with Bryan and say LTM’s results. Bryan will tweak the layers (add cities—Juba, Addis Ababa, and use higher yield threshold for bottom cut off) and re-run. May take 3-5 weeks.
3. Sarah—rain station data. Has been compiling station data, wants to get more. Having problem georeferencing the raw data.  NSF grant turned down, but will resubmit in 1 month. 
4. Budget. We have more left over than anticipated, have about 10,000 spending money.
