1. Adaptation workshops preparation:  July in all three countries.  Need yield and climate change maps by then:  yield (maize, sorghum?), precip, temps.

a. Bryan & Camille coming to MSU in June to discuss how to do workshops, so that they will produce information that LTM will incorporate.  We could have their visit be a mini-clip to discuss project wide papers, bring up Brent.  Ask Dan Brown to attend?

2. October final large Clip meeting in Nairobi. 

a. Need to decide early what are going to be the major papers, prepare outlines and authorship – start during the mini-clip in June.

3. Summer writing articles (with those at the meeting) 

a. Marianne:  one with Nathan, how do runs over several years, exp design; one with Dong-Yun on drought index (SPI) if Jeff thinks it would be interesting.  They need to meet with Jeff. 

b. Dong-Yun, Jenny and Jianjun:  isotonic regression analysis of time series NDVI to see mean change, trend locally (pixel by pixel).  Will focus on areas of large change, hotspots, to then compare against weather data and land use change information.  

c. Sarah:  

i. With Ashton:  writing up uncertainty analysis of land cover data of box Mt Kenya to Kili; compare GLC2000 with reference data (583 data points) and Africover. Quantify uncertainty, generate alternate covers, propagate uncertainty and examine results.

ii. Use a method based on chi square to compare confusion matrices to eg see errors in classes across areas (forest here vs there, ag here vs there). Now seeing that human impacted areas are especially prone to confusion.  

iii. Uganda paper:  looking at NDVI smoothed & lagged, 1984 & surroundings. PCA on NDVI data to reduce variables.

i. Role play scenario paper:  divide current paper into two, and have one just reporting on the RPS that was done, and the other on modeling results.
