CLIP March 27, 2008
1. Loop:  

a. Bryan sent LTM version 2a : projected LUC to 2050 based on Case 1’s ag (current decade’s agricultural productivity) and socioeconomic drivers.
b. Nathan using that to simulate 6 years of climate change in 2050 (2050 LU based on s-e drivers, future GHG) for AAG. After AAG, he will complete it to produce 10 years of simulation.  This will be Case 3. 
c. Alagarswamy will model the 6-year run results from (b) above to show for AAG the impacts of future climate & future LU on ag.
d. The above ( c ) will then be sent to Bryan as the input to the next run of LTM to use complete one loop (LU responding to CC).

2. LTM 2b will have a revised urban layer:  Bryan will be working on the new urban layer while waiting for Nathan/ Agal’s latest.

3. LTM 2c will be refined with thresholds of LU conversion once we know what they should be for combined maize/ bean productivity (tonnage of production in the cultivatable area of each 18 x 18 km pixel). Alagarswamy has the % of each pixel that is cultivatable area and he will send the data to Bryan for Bryan to use as a yield measure. Bryan can use that to identify whether & where there are thresholds or tipping points, or where other crops or varieties might be better adapted.  

4. The LTM 2g or h will also include the LPJ biome type output. Since Ruth has been running LTP on different GCMs using different scenarios, it would be difficult to justify merging the results with Clip’s RAMS/ CCSM output.  Nathan sent Ruth Ram’s output – right? Has she used it in LPJ?
5. Mt Kenya: LTM running high resolution (Africover with multiple ag classes) for poster to be done on Monday by an undergrad student working with Camille. It will be based on Case 1 & 2, and will hopefully show effects of CC on different types of cropping systems.
6. Do NSF proposal on Mt Kenya? Merge ecological model based on UNEP GIS layer of Mt Kenya Forest Reserve & Park with LUC model of productive area?
7. AAG planning:  Jeff, Alagarswamy & Jenny meeting next week.  Qi is at MSU until April 3rd . Let’s meet next week to prepare outline and flow, discuss authorship, acknowledgement. 
8. Camille & Bryan both doing Clip presentations at Landscape Ecology conference. Brent submitted Clip to NOAA Highlights, will be on the web.  They will send us the details of their presentations, and papers, so that we can keep an updated list for NSF.
9. The visit of Maitima & Yanda the week of April 21: objectives include prepare Clip policy briefs & policy workshops.  
10. Timing and content of CLIP Policy Workshops in Dar & Nairobi.  Ask Maitima and Yanda for suggested dates for policy workshops. Think about how to use expert system approach (or results of prior workshop) to assist in talking about policy implications and options, and to get ideas on how systems may change. Perhaps do small groups and talk about how CC will affect ag, how ag systems will change, etc.  Terms to use: Resilience & vulnerability & adaptation & mitigation.  
Workshops maybe in early June?  Or July?  Bryan will be at the Spatial Olympics in Shanghai June 25-27th to talk about uncertainty in climate change science.
