1. Final CLIP report—need summary of what we did/ results. 

2. No revised LTM land use layer (with kcal/ha, improved urban) yet, so what do?

a. Option 1: assume we get a new layer and plan on completing the loop with it (at least 2 new climate simulations, plus Ceres).
b. Option 2:  go with what we have already done. Bryan will need to incorporate those results into a new LU layer with the expert workshop feedback info (people’s responses to CC). 

3. What still need for NSF report in February (incomplete list below)–

a. Coherent story on historical trends in rainfall & temperature with analyses from Clair/Declan, Sarah and Dong Yun.  Needs to be a climate person (Jeff, Nathan, & Brent).  Brent could help after his office move in 2 weeks. Jeff can work on it now that he is almost finished with classes. 
b. Use draft paper for results of impacts of CC on crops. Boxes of particular sites show how cc affects maize production and the relative influence of soils, temperature, and rainfall.  Also marginal lands yield analysis. This could well be two papers’s worth.
c. Dong Yun’s SPI analyses were for CLIP. She will send her results to Nathan et al. for inclusion in the historical climate analysis.
4. CLIP Writing Workshop at MSU—late January at MSU, on a Thurs/Friday/Sat.  How about Jan. 29, 30, 31? 
5. Bryan (called in): new LTM layer is being run on its training run, should have something for us in the next week or two. Has included new crop energy (yield in kcal/ha) as input. Has new Arc version 9.3 and it produces a bit different results & different statistics. Looks like new run has a better fit compared to WorldClim/Africover. When the 10K training runs are done he can then look at it more closely. Thresholds of where crops can/ cannot go—absolute quantity of energy yield, relationship between where ag is grown & where energy simulation is sufficient. Still cleaning up urban and will add it to new layer.  Estimate that we’ll have it by Christmas so that Bryan doesn’t have to worry about it when opening his presents. But Nathan will.
6. Bryan is planning a Mt Kenya hyper-spectral NSF meeting the last week of Feb. Camille organizing it. Will include someone from KARI &/or ILRI.  Maybe Laikipia / Lewa people?
