1. future climate simulations: Nathan working on getting the Lake model working with his RAMS, and has other tweaks before can do future sims.

a. SST’s: Nathan did incorporate the SSTs.  With the new smaller domain they actually cover only a small area.

b. Nathan will get the Lake incorporated. When do we stop continual tweaking?  

c. Temperature: mid-year temps are a bit high compared to MODIS surface temps. This could take quite a while to figure out.

d. Decision? 

i. Start runs without the Lake on the MSU system

ii. Keep working on getting the Lake module into RAMS. Work on this for 3-4 weeks (whenever the MSU system is back up), then if not done we don’t use the Lake module.

iii. The MSU system: they have asked Nathan to remove his files… 

iv. Use Purdue system? Would require Nathan’s time.  Same with NCAR.

2. Nathan giving current decade data to Alag & Jeff; they can read it.

4. Other pubs: Bryan will send Jenny files with flip chart photos (has listing of papers & leads). Will discuss during Bryan’s visit here.

5. Proposals:  Congo Basin: how project LUC?  Talk to Joe Messina, Amelie, Bob Walker: Do peace, globalization, war & other scenarios.  Will meet next week: next Wednesday morning (Nathan, Qi, Jenny, Jeff, David).

6. NPP to Bryan:  Alag. Figured out how to extract the data; will get it to Bryan this afternoon.  The large areas that are currently too dry for maize:  these will have a zero value; the other areas (water & no soil) Bryan will burn in as no data (so ag can never expand there).

7. Mid-Jan: Bryan will have LTM to Nathan.

8. Bryan visit :  Dec. 19 (no Amelie) or earlier (with Amelie).  Also, Jan 2 or 3.  He might be able to get all the data layers ready for a run by Christmas.

Jeff:  please follow up with Ruth re results of LPJ model for the LTM.  Would it make any difference to LTM?  Maybe not since only land cover changes we would expect outside of ag areas are maybe changes in degree of woodiness in savannas, and that would not be picked up in LPJ since the cover classes are so few.  Would be minor transitions that would be reflected in LPJ.  

If Ruth could get LPJ into same format as DSSAT then it would be stellar on the methodological front; but, will she?  Otherwise, could Jeff do it?  would need the data by the May runs of LTM.  We need to do something since said we would do RANGEMOD in proposal.

Jianjun is looking at impact of such cover changes on RAMS.  In extension proposal we could look at savanna dynamics (variations of NPP due to deg & other) impacts on CC.
