Code of Conduct for Publications in the CLIP Project

1. Authors are all those who delivered significant intellectual input to a paper. Intellectual input includes primary data, (parts of) models, analysis of data or model results, concepts and texts. Those who delivered minor intellectual input (e.g., comments, data processing, graphs) are mentioned in the acknowledgements.

2. Someone who delivered previously unpublished intellectual input is a co-author.

3. Someone who is eligible to be an author under (1) or (2) has the right to decline authorship.

4. Previously published intellectual input is appropriately referred to; the person who delivered this material is, if appropriate, mentioned in the acknowledgements.

5. The person who initiated the production of the paper, developed the main ideas of the paper and did most of the writing, is the first author.  It is the responsibility of the first author to determine (a) who the co-authors should be and (b) in what order they should appear.  
6. All authors have a chance to comment on a paper before it is submitted.

7. Papers written in the context of the CLIP project should include a suitable acknowledgement to the project – wording to be decided by the Principal Investigator.
8. Papers written in CLIP should be circulated to the Principal Investigator, Co-investigators and Senior Personnel before submission to a journal.  Any comments by these individuals should be delivered within two weeks..

9. Any individual who is not an author but feels (s)he should be, should address a complaint to the Principal Investigator at the time when the paper is circulated (see Point 8 above), and within two weeks of receipt of the paper.  The Principal Investigator’s decision is final.

10. Papers include journal articles, book chapters, conference proceedings, presentations and posters.  Master’s and PhD theses are not subject to points (1) to (9); the thesis advisor ensures appropriate referencing and acknowledgements.

General principles 

From Oct. 2002 meeting, David Campbell, Jennifer Olson


1. General principle:  Inclusivity.

2. the first author is responsible for ensuring inclusivity.

3. using others' data, and others' past work: include the owner/ collector of the data as a co-author.  it is assumed that it required scientific knowledge and work to create/ collect the data or do the work

4. other activities that would lead to co-authorship: wrote text or sections of paper, analyzed data, wrote models used, did fieldwork whose results are used

5. If one is listed as a co-author but feels that his/her contribution is exaggerated, he/she should withdraw name

6. the first author should challenge someone if he/she doesn't suggest his/her name as co-author.
